Task Description: Using the UofM template, you are to create an efolio containing the following sections:


Home with a Welcome page (3-4 sentences giving the purpose and contents of the site. Include a link to your UofM or TeacherWeb website AND add a link to your efolio site on your 5007 website. (An image (yours?) would go nicely on your efolio home page)

Philosophy with your current teaching philosophy. What are your views of teaching and learning? Can you incorporate your thoughts on “meaningful learning” – remember the text?

Standards (which are already done) should have a brief introduction of what the visitor will find here. Choose one of the standards to demonstrate your mastery by: 1) adding a sentence or two describing how you’ve met that standard. 2) using the Content Basics Tool (Related link) to add an “artifact” that illustrates how you’ve met that standard (PowerPoint, Inspiration, etc.)
