I created this powerpoint project to demonstrate my understanding of using PowerPoint as a "Mindtool" in EdHD 5007: Technology for Teaching and Learning.

Reflections: 

PowerPoint is typically used in the classroom to deliver lectures. Though I see some value in using PowerPoint this way, I would prefer to ask my students to investigate a topic and use the program as their mode of presentation. Not only is it fairly simple to use, but it also allows them to add photos, video clips, and sounds that ordinary presentations cannon offer. However, there are more creative uses for PowerPoint. The “Choose Your Own Adventure” story created in this program is an engaging way for young students to learn to read. A story becomes more interesting when the reader controls the path to the conclusion. Ideally, students would create their own stories using PowerPoint. Not only would the student be responsible for the writing and editing of the traditional text of a story, but he or she would also add pictures, sounds, and motion to bring their story to life on the screen. An active learner who does not enjoy reading and writing might become interested in the PowerPoint version of a story. This program is capable of creating a presentation, whether it be a lecture or a story, the most any student can enjoy. Not only does PowerPoint create an enjoyable learning experience, but it also allows for meaningful learning. Whether students participate in the story or create their own, this program incorporates all of Jonassen’s five principles of meaningful learning: active, constructive, intentional, authentic, and cooperative. The students are active in constructing the elements and path of the story. Even just deciding which links to choose, they are actively problem solving and in control of the environment and outcome. Reading and creating the PowerPoint story requires reflection and observation to reach the goal. The environment of the program is also stimulating and feeds the human’s natural desire to explore novel situations. It almost goes without saying that this experience is very authentic to students who usually read and create paper stories where the actions and sounds of the dialog only appear in one’s imagination. PowerPoint allows the students to express the scenes they interpret from the text of their stories. Finally, PowerPoint can be used cooperatively. Whether students work together to problem solve and create a story or whether they embark on the adventure of reading it together. All in all, students will enjoy their unique presentations created in PowerPoint and in turn learn a great deal. 
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
